Description and Responsibilities:  YMCA Camp Chandler is located on beautiful Lake Jordan.  The waterfront area is the highlight of the summer camp program and hosts various activities ranging from swimming and paddling to sailing and boating.  Camp Chandler owns and operates two boats as part of the summer aquatics program – a Ski Nautique for skiing, tubing, wakeboarding and knee boarding and a Bayliner deck boat for large group boat rides, banana boating and tubing.  Boat drivers are responsible for the daily maintenance and operation of these watercraft under the supervision of the Waterfront Director and Operations Director.  All boat drivers are trained in Lifeguarding and CPR/First Aid for the Professional Rescuer and serve as activity instructor for Camp Chandler campers and user groups.   
Teaching the techniques of skiing, tubing, wakeboarding and knee boarding is a demanding and rewarding summer experience for any individual motivated to share the joys of water sports with today’s youth.  Skill levels of participants range from novice and beginner to the highly talented. Knowledge of boating and lake hazards is essential for the safe operation of these activities and it is the responsibility of the boat driver to ensure the safety of participants at all times.  In addition to operating and maintaining the watercraft, the boat driver is a cabin counselor that takes an active role in assisting with the operation and implementation of all camp programs.  
Qualifications:  Must possess a valid boating license in the State of Alabama and have experience driving a Ski Nautique is preferred.  Lifeguard and CPR/First Aid certification and waterfront experience is required.  Boat maintenance and upkeep experience is also preferred.  Ski instruction requires patience and previous instruction experience with water skiing, slalom, and wake boarding is certainly a plus as working with youth can be demanding regardless of the activity.
