All events are òChallenge by 

Choiceó which means participation is requested for 

the strength of the team but not required, as some of 

these events may be outside of an individualõs com-

fort zone.   Working together is an important skill for 

groups of any size, but, it is not a skill that comes 

naturally.  It must be developed and understood and 

Camp Chandlerõs Low Ropes/Teambuilding course 

will do just that.

        quires participants to don 

a full-body parachute harness attached to a 

belay rope and scale a telephone pole.                                                     

  Then from a standing pos-  

  ition,  the participant leaps 

  for a set of trapeze hanging   

              in front of them. Whether   

  the trapeze are caught or 

    not , the participant is then 

    safely and slowly lowered to 

the ground  by one of our instructors.  Are 

you ready to take the leap of faith?
